PRINCIPAL’S REPORT

This week at Pennant Hills
began in a most productive
way for representatives of the
teaching staff involved in the
2014 implementation of the
National Curriculum. This year
we have formed a partnership
with four of our neighbouring
schools: Castle Hill, Cherrybrook
Technology, Galston and
Muirfield High Schools. One of
the purposes of this partnership is to work with
colleagues in programming and resourcing the
new curriculum in English, Mathematics, Science
and History. These are the Key Learning Areas
that will introduce the National Curriculum in Year
7 and Year 9 next year. We hosted the first of a
series of breakfast meetings this week, bringing
together History teachers at Pennant Hills to
workshop their programs. Mathematics and
Science teachers met at Galston and Castle Hill
also, and English teachers will convene at
Cherrybrook next week. It is rewarding to see
teachers working together to enrich their programs
and share the work.

Teachers from Muirfield, Galston and Pennant Hills High Schools
working on Year 7 programming to support the National Curriculum

Our History staff trialled one of the 2014 units of
work as a project based learning unit with Year 7,
and this will culminate in an eagerly-anticipated
Roman Festival on 18 June. A key aspect of our
school plan is the development, implementation
and evaluation of project learning. This pedagogy
integrates knowing and doing. Students learn the
core curriculum, but also apply what they know to
solve authentic problems.

One of the best descriptions of project learning |
know comes from Thom Markham, author of the
Project Based Leaming Handbook: ... it (Project
Based Leaming) refocuses education on the student,
not the curriculum - a shift mandated by the global
world, which rewards intangible assets such as
drive, passion, creativity, empathy, and resilience.

Also, our next P&C meeting on Tuesday 25 June
will be held in The Learning Hub, where parents
can see how our vision for flexible learning is
unfolding, and speak with teachers and students
involved in project learning. We hope to welcome
many parents to this new facility, and to thank the
P&C for their significant financial support.

Year 11 Extension English students use the whiteboard tables,
laptops, couches and laptop cushions to work effectively as
groups in the comfortable environment of The Learning Hub. In
groups comprising students from both classes, they are
working together, studying appropriations. Choosing a valued
text from the past and at least one modern appropriation, the
students make a presentation to the class, explaining the texts
and their changes in values and meanings.

Year 10 are entering the stage of their formal
education which requires them to consider their
curriculum choices for Stage 6. On Monday 24
June, we will be holding a Curriculum Evening in
the MPC, commencing at 7.00 pm. | regard this
evening as essential for all Year 10 students and
parents. The evening will cover Board of Studies
requirements for the Preliminary and HSC courses
as well as information about courses offered at
Pennant Hills High School. Teachers will be
available to answer questions and provide advice.

| would like to ask all families to put a very
important date in their diaries: the second “Great
Penno Reno”, to be held on Saturday 26 and
Sunday 27 October 2013. We are hoping that this
year's event will be as well-supported and
successful as it was in 2012. We will be seeking
input from our students, parents and staff about
improvements, so please start considering
possible jobs for this event.
