Goalball is a unique team sport for the vision
impaired. The only international team sport for the
vision impaired played at the Paralympics, it is also
included in the World Championships for the Blind.
In September 2012, Sean was selected as part of
the first ever training squad of athletes in the Youth
Under 19 category, vying for a position in the team
to represent Australia in the 2013 Youth Goalball
World Championships.

Following a three-day training camp in January,
and the four-day Australian Invitational Selection
Tournament in March, Sean was selected in the
final team of six, comprising two players from New
South Wales, two from Victoria and one each from
South Australia and Western Australia.
